From the time you depart the terminalilydu return, a 600 mile round
trip route should be able to make it on one tankief. Therefore, if you fuel in Tipp City befoyeu depart for Champaign, IL, you
should be able to make it back to Tipp City withbating to refuel in Covington or Indianapolis.

If you are unfamiliar with where our approved staps, ask for assistance. Preplanning your roiltemsure you do not have to fuel
out-of-route!
