On August 30, 2007, a driver did not verify 
the freight at one of their pick-up locations 
that resulted in a significant cost to CAMI 
with lost productivity and an added process 
to rectify the problem.  There will be 2 Ma-
jor changes to ensure that the drivers 
are following protocol on these loads to 
avoid this issue from reoccurring.   
 
Technically, these Major changes are just a 
reemphasis of what the drivers should be 
doing already.  To clarify the second of the 
2 changes, “UPO’s will all be verified at the 
part level”-a “UPO” is an Unplanned Order.  
Drivers will get check sheets from Trans-
freight prior to departing their location on a 
load.  On these check sheets there are 
blocks to check and confirm the Quantity 
Ordered with the Actual Parts received, as 
well as a few other items that need to be 
checked prior to departing a vendor loca-
tion.  These parts are verified by the SID# 
on the check sheets; a corresponding SID# 
will be on a sticker attached to the box or 
pallet of freight they are picking up.   
 
Where UPO’s come in is when there are 
parts that are not on their original check 
sheets that need to be picked up.  When-
ever the parts that are going to be 
loaded on a trailer deviates from what 
are shown on the check sheets, Trans-
freight must be notified immediately!  
Transfreight will then either fax a new check 
sheet to the vendor for the driver to confirm 
the freight, or instruct the driver/vendor that 
these parts are not to be picked up at that 
time.  If the driver does receive an addi-
tional check sheet for the UPO then each 
part # has to be verified, not just the SID#.  
Drivers used to just verify the UPO’s by the 
SID # and not verifying how many parts 
were on it. Moving forward drivers must 
confirm the actual part quantity on a UPO 
as well as the SID#, conversely for all regu-
larly scheduled freight the SID# only needs 
to be checked. 
 
Transfreight is creating a training sheet to 
give to all new drivers who come into TFVA, 
who have not previously done a CAMI load 
for them.  These training sheets will be sent 
to NTB once they are completed to help 
both our dispatchers and drivers to have a 
good understanding of what the delivery 
procedures entail.  If you are a driver who 
has not previously done a CAMI load, 
please advise Transfreight of this fact 
when you go to pick up the load and 
they will go over the procedures with 
you.
