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INSTRUCTIONS FOR FILLING OUT SCANNABLE LOGS 
 

1. For multiple days off: Enter the start date of the off duty period in the “Month/Day/
Year” boxes. Enter the total number of days off in the field “# of Days Off Duty Includes 
Today” located in the bottom right of the log *Only if the days off duty are greater than 1. 
Example: If John Doe is off duty from June 1 through June 5 (returning to work on June 6) 
the log would be filled out as follows: In the Month/Day/Year field, enter 6-1-08. In the “# 
of Days Off Duty Includes Today” field, enter the number 5. The date range must also be 
listed in the remarks section below the grid. Example: “Off Duty 6-1-08 to 6-5-08”. If not 
an off duty log do not write in “# of Days Off Duty Includes Today” field. You still have to 
fill out the grid with a line through line 1 off duty. Do not write Off Duty  across the grid. 
Also show a 24hr period on Total Hours on line 1 off duty.  

2. Use a Black pen when possible as black scans best. Blue or red pens also work. Pencils are 
not recommended. 

3. Make sure the date is correct for the date you are driving. 
4. If a field does not have a value, for example, no Co-Driver, leave the field blank. Do not 

fill in with zeros or dashes. 
5. When entering Total Hours use the boxes starting to the right. Do not write in unnecessary 

“0”. 
6. Make sure to draw the duty-status change lines through the white boxes. 
7. Your signature must appear on every log. 
8. You must fill out the Shipper/Commodity field. If running empty write Empty or bobtailing 

write Bobtailing. 
When removing the log from book, be careful not to tear. If the top is torn it will not scan, 
also do not roll your logs.
